Sicily’s second largest city, Catania sits in the shadows of Mount Etna and is a great base
point for a long weekend in Sicily. Catania is a city known for its cuisine, so be sure to visit
the bustling fish market, La Pescheria, in the morning then sample the local specialties of
arancini and Pasta Alla Norma at night. A quick hour and a half drive to the north or south
will get you to each of our three featured wineries...

Girolamo Russo Rosato    $9/18
Giuseppe Russo inherited his family’s winery when his father, Girolamo, passed

away in 2004 and is now one of the top producers on Etna., making only 2000

cases of wine each year. The vineyards boast soils resulting from centuries of

volcanic eruptions from Mount Etna.

This rosé is made from 100% Nerello Mascalese, a native Sicilian grape, with

flavors of fresh andsavory cherry, strawberry, raspberry, and white pepper.

Arianna Occhipinti made her first wine at 22 and has been a rockstar ever since.

Her SP68 Rosso is a traditional blend of Frappato and Nero d’Avola, though it

doesn’t go by the traditional "Cerasuolo” name. SP 68 is the name of the county

road where Occhipinti lives and works and happens to also be one of the oldest

documented wine routes, bringing wine all the way to Catania and the coast.

Occhinpinti describes this as "a young wine. Cool and pleasant, with a delicate

taste that it brings the flavour of the sun and the freshness of this land.

C.O.S. is short for the names of its three founders, Giambattista Cilia, Cirino Strano,

and Giusto Occhipinti, who you may have guessed is related to Arianna Occhipinti.

He is her uncle and mentor, and it’s fascinating to taste his wine alongside hers.

These three friends were the first winery to bottle a DOCG wine in Italy.

C.O.S. Cerasuolo di Vittoria is smooth and delicate with aromas of dried cherry,

chocolate, smoke, wild herbs, and exotic spices. Soft round fruity medium bodied

palate with a good dose of acidity.
